The Banner Reception will be held at Peru High School’s auditorium on
Monday, November 17 @ 7 pm.

Student art will hang in the Clark Gallery at the Honeywell Center from
November 10t through December 8.

Each school or group may have three to five entries per grade level. Winning
categories may include grade level winners, school level winners, sponsor’s
choice awards, and others. At least one winner will be selected from each
school.

This year, a new category has been introduced. Teachers may submit up to
five banners per school for students in the RISE program. All banners
submitted within this category will be evaluated collectively; however, they
will be displayed alongside banners from their respective schools, organized
by grade level in the gallery.

Winning entries will be turned into street banners which will hang on light
poles in downtown Peru.

There are many
unique ways that this theme may be portrayed.

Original designs are to be made on a paper size 7 %3” wide by 14” long using
Portrait layout for the design.

Students are encouraged to make bold, colorful images using paint, marker,
oil pastels, etc. and to use minimal or no wording. They should keep in mind
that their banner will be on a light pole and should be easily recognizable from
the ground.
